Lycoming Audubon’s 2009 Christmas Bird Count (CBC)
for Northern Lycoming County

The 2009 Northern Lycoming County CBC occurred on Sunday, January 3, 2010.
Temperatures were well below freezing, and high winds made it especially cold.
Ice was present on lakes and ponds. We identified a total of 48 species and 3,385
individual birds.

The highlights included a lone Red-breasted Merganser found by Wes Egli at Rose
Rose Valley Lake and 2 Golden Eagles observed by Norwood Fredericks two days
after the CBC, which are officially included in the total as 'count-week' (CW) birds.
Other birds of interest include 7 American Pipits and 9 Rough-legged Hawks.

The Lycoming Audubon Society thanks all who participated and also thanks the Rose
Valley Mill Creek Watershed Association for sponsoring the count.
